· GTA’s qualify for tuition remission up to 6 hours of tuition per semester (subject to availability of funds) from a tuition remission budget.
Conditions

Graduate students must be making adequate progress toward their degree.  Ph.D. students will normally be renewed for a maximum of four years under the same conditions. Master’s students awarded a GTA will be renewed for a second year if  they are making adequate progress toward their degree, have performed satisfactorily in their teaching, and have above a 3.0 GPA in their courses.  Extensions of one year may be made at the discretion of the Graduate Program Directors, the Graduate Program Coordinators, and the Undergraduate Program Directors, upon request of the student’s major professor.
